5. The EU and G77 should together defend the FCCC and the Kyoto Protocol.

6. Background to further discussions: the points raised by Mr. Sun in the meeting.

7. The EU’s successful delivery of the Kyoto targets is essential for trust.

8. Broader political issues need to be considered.
